Emergency planning, traffic & transportation, water quality & quantity, are some of the problems identified by TRU regarding several large-scale planned communities being proposed for our region.
The most recent land speculators to hit the Tonopah area are proposing several large-scale master planned high-density communities. For example, the Copper Leaf development would cover 1280 acres at an average density of 5.5 house per acre for a total of 3,986 homes In most cases, land around Tonopah is currently zoned at a density of no more than 1 house per 1 acre.
